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For our seventh game of the 2011 season, GAG members 
gathered at Bill M’s house to finish a two-evening game in 10 mm 
based on the a Waterloo scenario – The Fight at Plancenoit, run by 
member Bob.   

 
Background (taken, edited, and paraphrased from Wikipedia) 

To refresh our memories … At Plancenoit on the French 
right flank, the fight occurred late in the day of the battle when 
Blücher’s army attacked.  Blücher and Wellington had been 
exchanging communications since 10:00 AM and had agreed to an 
advance on Frichermont if Wellington's centre was under attack.  
 
The Opponents  
 On the French side, we had Emmitt on the left flank; Woody holding the 
center; and Chip on the right flank in and around the village of Plancenoit.  Woody 
was also in commanded of the French Reserves composed of the Old, Middle, and 
Young Guards, associated artillery and the Chasseurs. 
 On the Allied side, we had Bill on the British right flank, Chris holding 
the Allied center, in charge of British units, and Rob in charge of the Prussian 
right flank.   Josh had been commanding the Russian left, but was on call at his 
job.  He was replaced by Mike.   
 Chris was the Allied commander and Emmitt, Napoleon. 
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Previously in GAGNL… 
 The Prussians, Josh and Rob pushed toward the French right flank, pressuring Chip’s Frenchmen at Plancenoit.  At the end of 
the first evening, one of Josh’s units occupied the northeast part of the village.  At the center salient, Woody’s French forces 
maneuvered and thus far held their tenuous position just northwest of Plancenoit.  However, he has to contend with not only Rob’s 
Prussians approaching from the east and northeast, but also Chris’s British advancing from the north.  Emmitt on the French left, had 
advanced his forces a short distance to the road at the crest of the ridge.  The British forces of Chris and Bill M held a reserved 
position.  However, Chris was organizing his forces into a massive jackhammer – stacking his forces in column by brigade.  The 
French forces, however, were stretched rather think; the only depth of defense was at Plancenoit.  The general thought on the French 
side was that the British were organizing their forces and as French attention is drawn to the right flank, the Allied right and center 
would advance.

 The situation at the start of play.  At far left, the French left hold the road.  At center, the 
French center looks rather slim.  Note the British “jackhammer” formed at upper center.    At upper 
and immediate right, note the Prussian juggernaut splashing against the French rock pile at 
Plancenoit. 
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    The British forces start making their 
move.  Bill’s Brits move up to engage 
Emmitt’s French on the left flank.  At far 
right note Chris’s attack column. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
 
     Look at the world of hurt 
heading toward the French 
salient northwest of 
Plancenoit.  While Chris’s 
Brits move toward the thin 
French line of infantry, a 
French grand battery prepares 
to fire.  However, some of 
Rob’s Prussians keep up the 
pressure at far right.   
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
     Mike, now in 
command of Josh’s 
Prussians continue to 
pressure Chip’s 
Frenchman at Plance- 
noit, while Rob hits 
Woody’s forces north 
and northwest of the 
town.   
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     The Battle for the French left flank is 
on!  Emmitt’s Forces clash with Bill’s 
British troops (left and center), and Chris’s 
forces (right). 

 
     At the French center, 

Woody has his hands full – 
some of Chris’s Brits slam in 
at left, while Rob’s Prussians 
fire away at center and right. 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Though the French 
are hard pressed at left 
and center, Chip is 
holding up against Mike 
and his Prussians.   
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Well into the game, Emmitt’s 

French forces gear up to continue the 
pressure on the British right flank.  As the 
French infantry moves forward toward 
Bill’s Brits, French cavalry (seen at left 
center) in battle column maneuvers to the 
French left flank. 

 
 

 
     However, Chris and 
Rob in their coordinated 
allied attack, strike the 
French salient.  Though 
Woody’s French infantry 
and formed a single line 
connecting two grand 
batteries of foot and horse 
artillery.  As seen at left, 
as Rob’s Prussian cavalry 
charged Woody’s French 
horse artillery grand 
battery, Chris’s British 
skirmishers absorb shots 
from Woody’s French 
infantry and foot artillery 
grand battery.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Meanwhile, Chip and the French in Plancenoit continued to hold, but he was beginning to run out of available troops to force 

out some of Mike’s Prussians that have occupied an eastern section of the village, and hold off the major Prussian attack at the 
southeast area of town.  Moreover, at the northeast section of Plancenoit, Rob’s forces are about to attack.  
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By about the eighth turn, the French 

were advancing on their left flank.  Emmitt’s 
Frenchmen were getting the upper hand on 
Bill M’s British forces forcing several of his 
units to break and withdraw. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
The situating toward the French center 

continued to deteriorate.  As some of Emmitt’s 
French infantry held elements of Chris’s Brits in 
check along the ridge road (upper left hand 
corner).  However, Chris took a brilliant chance.  
Massing several British cavalry brigades, when 
Woody shifted infantry to adjust his lines, three 
British cavalry brigades charged Emmitt’s 
artillery grand battery, cutting the French forces 
in twain.  However, before they were wiped out 
by the Brits, two-thirds of one of Woody’s 
grand batteries pivoted and eliminated one of 
Chris’s cavalry brigades.  Nevertheless, about 
half of Chris’s attacking cavalry force remained 
on the field, by passing by Emmitt’s surviving 
artillery. 

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
As the left side of Woody’s salient 

was been penetrated, the right side of it, near 
Plancenoit, is dissolving.   Rob’s Cavalry 
over ran Woody’s horse artillery grand 
battery, and along with infantry and some of 
Chris’s infantry, he prepared to take 
advantage of the situation to widen the small 
hole in the French line.
